Questions & Answers

Joint Implementation/Pro-D Day in the Fall 

Q:   What is this day all about?
A:   This is an opportunity for all educators in SD 68 to connect, converse, collaborate, to share resources and expertise, and to learn together as we begin our new school year.  
Q:  Would it be Pro-D or Implementation?

A:   Both - a half day of each.  We would pool our time resource to create a shared day.  
Q:   How would the day be structured?
A:   In the morning we would work in our larger groups; in the afternoon we would work with our schools.

Q:  Would we all meet in one school again?

A:  Based on feedback from educators, we would meet in "family" groups with one cross-district site.  This would allow for more focused community-based learning that could be more easily continued throughout the year.

Q:  Who would plan the morning?

A:   We all would.  In May, representatives from each school would meet to plan, using the framework of our nine big questions and information from colleagues (we can develop some tools to get feedback from each educator).
Q:  How would this day fit with what our school needs?
A:  The morning session would be co-created by representatives from each school.  The afternoon, planned by your school-based committee, would focus more specifically on your school.

Q:  For the school based session, would we stay at the host school?
A:  That would be up to you.  You could return to your school or we could provide a working space for your staff.  It would be possible, too, for different schools to work together if they chose to.
